BICYCLE PARKING PROVISIONS

Question:

Given the number of inner city locations of applications with a focus on
accommodation in the City coming before the Council, is the provision of bicycle
parking for visitors something that can be reflected in the planning application
process according to the Scheme?

Response:

The Hobart Interim Planning Scheme 2015 has a requirement to provide bicycle
parking spaces in the Parking and Access Code E6.0. The number of spaces for
visitors depends on the use which is proposed.

An extract of the Scheme is on the following page, showing the number of bicycle
parking spaces required in Table E6.2.

The requirement to provide parking in accordance with Table E6.2 is an acceptable
solution. If that requirement is not met by a proposal then a discretion may be
exercised to approve a development where (in clause E6.6.4):

The number of on-site bicycle parking spaces provided must have regard to all
of the following:

(a) the nature of the use and its operations;
(b) the location of the use and its accessibility by cyclists;

(c) the balance of the potential need of both those working on a site and clients or
other visitors coming to the site.
